Roast Beef Sandwiches

Ingredients:
One Rump Roast (3-4 1bs.) 1 tsp. Marjoram
1 tsp. Thyme 1 tsp. Oregano
2 tbsp. Worcestershire sauce 1 tsp. garlic powder
a few drops of Tabasco sauce % tsp. ground clove
15 tsp. table salt Y tsp. pepper
3 cups water sliced green pepper strips if desired.

Preheat oven to 325 degrees. Cook roast 27-32 min. per
pound until internal temp is 155 degrees. Let stand until
completely cool while making sauce. Reserve meat
drippings. Mix drippings, water, and spices in saucepan, let
simmer on low flame 1 hour. Slice roast into thin strips, put
into pan after cooking spices are done and marinate in
refrigerator overnight. To serve cover pan with foil putin
oven on low until warmed, serve on crispy rolls.
